Pay to be featured: Most voiceover artists on Voiceovers.co.uk pay an annual fee to be featured. They supply their contact information so production companies can contact them direct, if they choose. Before we can offer you a place in our online database, we will review your demo audio and the contents of this completed demo submission form.
Unique artists: We feature a select few voiceover artists on the website with unique language or accent skills for free. For these artists, we coordinate bookings and enquiries and add a booking/arrangement fee based on the job value. Please mark on this form whether you are applying for free entry. Please note this is only applicable if you have a unique language or accent skill.

Offline database: We perform casting for companies, and when our online database is not sufficient to meet specific requirements, we look to our offline database. If you are submitting audio for our offline database, please ensure you highlight your unique abilities. If you have a neutral English accent and do not have your own studio facilities, we’re sorry but our offline database is not open for new applicants.
